This Regulation is issued by the Council of

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as the “Elect

3 .Scope of Application
This Regulation shall apply to producers, distribt
retailers, importers, transporters, collection centers
furbishers, dismantlers, recyclers and consumer:
electrical and electronic equipment listed under AN?
ONE of this Regulation and any other appliance that
be added to the list by the Ministry in a Directive is:

under this Regulation.
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4. Hierarchy of Waste Management

To minimize the environmental impacts of electrical ¢
electronic waste, the following waste management

hierarchy shall be applied;

1/ Reduction of waste generation;
2/ Refurbishing and reuse of waste;
3/ Recycling of waste;

4/ Disposal of waste.

5. Extended Producer Responsibility

1/ In order to reduce scurces of electrical and electr:

waste generation and to strengthen the re
refurbishing and recycling of electrical and electr
waste, any electrical and electronic equipn
producer, wholesaler, retailer or importer shall t

extended producer responsibility.

2/ The extended producer responsibilities shall entai

the foliowing responsibilities;

a) Collection of electrical and electronic v

generated during the manufacture
electrical and electronic equipment

channelizing same for recycling or disp«

b) Collection of electrical and electronic v
generated from the end of life of
products or take back system, and to e1
that such electrical and electronic wast

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dismantling or recycling centers;

6. Responsibilities of Consumers

Consumers shall have responsibility to ensure the
electrical and electronic waste are handed ow
collection centers or to persons entitled to collec

collection centers.

7. Collection of Wastes

application to the Ministry, secure a certifica

competence and get registered.

2/ The person who secured a certificate of compet
from the Ministry to open a collection centet
electrical and electronic waste shall have the follo

responsibilities:

a)  The collection of electrical and electronic w
shall be done separately from other type

wastes;

b) The downstream traceability and movemen

the waste;
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c) The electrical and electronic wastes collected
stored in a manner that ensures that nob
reaches them and that they pollute nothing
they are sent to the authorized dismantli

refurbishing or recycling center;

d) No damage is caused either to human health ol

the safety of the environment during collecti
storage or transportation of the electrical

electronic wastes.

e) Ensure that electrical and electronic collection
is located within a reasonable proximity
consumers, and their services should be v

advertised.

8. Dismantling of Waste

1/ Any person seeking to set up a dismantling center
electrical and electronic waste shall submit applical
to the Ministry, secure a certificate of competence

get registered.

2/ Any person that secured a competence of certific
from the Ministry to engage in dismantling items
electrical and electronic equipment shall have

following responsibilities;

a) The dismantling processes do not have
adverse effect on human health or on
safety of the environment;

b) The place or room to the disman
electrical and electronic wastes are rea

available.

3/ Any dismantling centre shall maintain the follow

records and shall make accessible for scrutiny by
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Ministry:-

a) Types and weights of electrical a
electronic wastes received;
b) Types and weights of fraction of electrit
and electronic wastes dispatched;
c) Evidence of fraction of the destinatié
of dispatched wastes.

9. Reuse of Wastes

Electrical and electronic waste destined for reuse sh:
properly be tested by the re-furbishers for the

functionality and the results are recorded.

10.Recycling of Wastes

17 Any person seeking to engage in recycling electrica
and electronic waste shall submit application to the
Ministry, secure a certificate of competence and get
registered.

2/ Any person that secured a competence certificat
from the Ministry purSuant to sub-article (1) of th
Article shall have the following have the followin
responsibilities:

a) Compliance with the terms and condition
of registration;

b) Documentation of quantities of the variou
output materials from recycling processes;

¢) Made accessible records to the Ministry;

d) That the hazardous residues generatec
during the recycling process are disposed o
in an

environmentally sound waste

management.
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> 11.Refurbishing of Wastes

1/ Any person seeking to engage in refurbishing of
electrical and electronic waste shall submit application
to the Ministry, secure a certificate of competence and

get registered.

2/ Any person that secured a certificate of competence
from the Ministry pursuant to sub-article (1) of this

Article shall have the following responsibilities:

a) Compliance with the terms and conditions of

registration;

b) Made accessible records to the Ministry;
c¢) The hazardous residues generated during the

refurbishing process are disposed of in ar

environmentally sound waste management.

12. Labeling of Wastes

All electrical and electronic waste that is reused
refurbished or recycled shall be clearly and permanentl
labeled with a written notification both in Amharic an
English Languages that it is reused, refurbished ¢
recycled product and the identity of the refurbishing ¢
the recycling facility.

13.Treatment _and Management of Waste befoi

Recycling

1/ After conducting treatment if an item of electric

and electronic equipment is deemed un-reusable,

shall be kept in an appropriate waste storage.

2/ During storage, the risks of breakage and potent

exposure to substances of concern from improrg
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handling shall be minimized.
3/The owner or manager of the recycling center shal
ensure provision of sufficient training to all the staf

members to avoid possible risks and on mechanism

of their prevention.

14. Sorting and Temporary Storage of Waste

1/ Electrical and electronic waste shall be sorted for furth

k2

examination.
2/ A storage center shall be located in places that meet tl

following criteria:

a) The center shall be readily accessit
for firefighting and other emergen
situations;

b) The storage center is not subject

flooding;
c) The storage center shall not cause a
damage to the quality of surface wa

and ground water.

3/ There shall be no entry of any unauthori:
personnel or individual into the storage cer

specified under sub-article (1) of this Article.

4/ A storage center shall bear signs indicating f
electrical and electronic waste is stored therein.

5/ The signs that are mentioned under sub- Article
of this Article shall be of such design as to
legible from a reasonable distance.

6/ Storage area shall be assigned and marked for sp

of electrical and electronic equipment, ou
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fractions and components to be recycled, fractio
and components to be disposed, and devices a

components to be refurbished.

7/ The owner or manager of a storage center sh
maintain records indicating the date, type, locati
and quantity of electrical and electronic waste tl

was brought into or removed from the center.

15. Transportation of Waste

1/ Any person seeking to engage in the transportation
electrical and electronic waste shall submit applicatior
the Ministry, secure a certificate of competence and

registered.

2/ The transportation of any electrical and electronic Wi
shall be in a manner that does not affect the reusability

subsequent treatment of the waste.

3/ Any trans-regional transportation of electrical
electronic waste within Ethiopia may be permitted by
Ministry only when the environmental protection ot
in the destination Regional State has agreed on

transfer of the waste in writing.

16.Disposal of Waste

1/ The electrical and electronic waste disposal shall -
be conducted when all available options of re

refurbishment and recycling have been exhausted.

2/ Electrical and electronic waste shall be dispose:
landfilling or incineration and any other technolc
that may be determined by the Ministry in a Dire

issued under this Regulation.

PART THREE
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
17.0ccupational  Safety, Health and Wor
Environment

1/ Any facility engaged in electrical and elect
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waste management shall take the necessary measure
to safeguard adequately the health and safety of the

workers.

2/ The occupational health and safety requirements
provided under the Labor Proclamation shall be
applicable for persons engaged in electrical and

electronic waste management disposal activities.

18. Criminal and Civil Liability

Any violation of the provisions of this Regulation shall
entail criminal and civil liability in accordance with the
of the

Proclamation and other laws.

19. Power of Delegation

The Ministry may delegate some of its powers and duties,

as it may be deemed appropriate, to other agencies.

20. Power to Issue Directives

The Ministry may issue directives necessary for the

implementation of this Regulation.

21 .Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of

publication in the Federal Negarit Gazzette.
