WHEREAs; envirofnmental impact assessment is used to
prediét and mangeil the/ environmental effects which a
proposed'developm'ent activity as a result p_f-‘it’s design
sitting, construction, operatibn,. or an ongoing one as a

result of its modification or termination, entails and thus

helps to bring about intendtv:d‘ deQelopment;

WHEREAS, it is found necessary to ascertain in advance
the examination of those social and natural environment
of negative signjficant impdct to be presumed social and
d_evelopmént‘ projects in order to reduce and ‘suspend the
following negative . epvironmental impact on the
community and natural environment before the
commencement of the work; /

'WHEREAS;: it has become neceésary to follow up and

ascertain those undertaking development activities in the
City to be implemented inconformity with the conditions
of the principle of sustainable development and without
obstructing environmental security; -
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WHEREAS, it has become necessary to enact law that
environmental impact assessment serves to bring about
administrative transparency and accountability as well
as in particular that helps the public participate ‘in the
planning of and decision taking on development may
affect them and its environment; '

NOW, THERE FORE, the provisional Government of
Addis Ababa City pursuant to Article 66(2) of the Addis
Ababa City Goyernment Revised Charter Proclamation
No. 361/2003 and Article 29 (2) (e) of the Addis Ababa
City Master - plan = Preparation, Issuance and
Implementation Proclamation No. 17/2004 hereby
issued these Regulations as follows:

- PART ONE
General Provisions
1. Short Title
_ These Regulations may be cited as the "Addis
Ababa City Government Environmental Impact
Assessment Regulations No. 21/2006." -~

2. Definitions

In these Regulations:

L. “Envuonxncm" means the totahty of all
' materials wcathcr in their natural state or
modified or changed by human; their external
spaces and the interactions which affect their
quality or quantity and the welfare of human or
other living beings, including built not
restricted to land atmosphere, weather” and
climate, water, living things, sound, odor, taste,
social factors, and aesthetics;

2. "Impact" means any changeto the environment
or ‘to its ‘component that may affect
environmental, social, economical and cultural
features; '

3. " Environmental Impact Asscssmcnt" means the
mcthodology of identifying and cvaluatmg in
advance any effect be it positive..or negative,
which results from ‘the 1mplcmcntauon of a
proposed project;

4. '"Environmental Impact Study Instmmcnt"
means 2 study instrument submitted to the
Authonty concerning to measures to be ‘taken
"for communities and environmental security;

" Project” means any new development activity
under any category listed in any directive
issued pursuant to these regulations, major
expansion or alteration or any existing
undertaking, or resumption of work that has
been discontiflued; .
6. "Proponent" means any organ of government if
in the public sector or any person if 'in the
private sector that initiates a project;
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7. "Expansion, alteration or modification" means
the upgrading of an asset more than 25 percent
of an existing organization or service or non-
implemented study; this shall mclude in kind or
in amount or added in both;

8. "Public Instrument" means a policy, a strategy,
a programme, a law or an international
agreement;

9. " Government" means the Addis Ababa City

Government;

"Licensing’ Agency" means any” organ of

government empowered by law tq, issue an

investment permit or a trade or operating
license or other work permit as the case may
be;

"Authority" means the Addis Ababa City

Government * Environmental Protection

Authority;

"Organization" means an institution established

in accordance with commercial law or by other

laws and engaged in a production or
distribution or a service delivery business
activity;

"Person" means a natural or juridical person.

3. Scope of Application
These "Regulatioms shall be applicable on
development projects proposed by Government or
non- Government and private investors.

4. Projects Requiring Environmental Impact Assessment

1. A directive issued Pursuant to these regulations
shall indicate separately those types of projects
that do or do not require environmental impact
assessment.
2. A directive provided under sub- Amclc 1 of this
Article shall, among other things, determine
categories of
(a) Projects not likely.to have negative impacts,
and so do not require environmental
impact assessment;

(b) Projects likely to have negative impacts and
thus require environmental impact
assessment and public instrument;

PART TWO
Provisions Concerning Impact assessment Process

S. General Provisions e

1. Those Projects that under go envirenmental
impact assessment in accordance with a
directive issued under these regulations shall
not commence work without acquiring
certificate of competence from the Authority.
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Any licensing agency shall, prior to issuing an
investment Permit or a trade or other operating
license for the project, ensure that the Authority
has authorized its implementation.

Cost entailed due to the undertakmg of
environmental impact assessment in different
levels pursuant to the provisions of these
regulations shall be covered by the proponent.
A certificate of competence issued by the
Authority pursuant to these regulations does’
not exonerate the proponent from liability and
responsibility.

6. Considerations to Determine Impact

1.

Without Prejudice to Sub-Article (2) of this
Article, the Authority may determine on a
significant impact based on thé criteria
prepared by the Authority and others
appropriate work procedures or environmental
standards.

Without Prejudice to the generality of the
Provisions of Sub-Article(1) of this Article, a

significant impact of the Projects shall

determine:

(a) The number of population exposed to
damage;

(b) the sub- environments exposed to damage;

(¢) the duration of the impact followed there of;

(d) in the short and long term development
activities found in the area including the
planed ones that the total impact to be

followed;

(e) Weather the possible impact to be resisted
or not; »

(f) Impacts: produced following the
development activity and
inconsideration of other necessary
conditions.

Where the project has harmful and useful
feature while a balance is shown befween the
harm and the use, or where there is a likely
hood of a negative significant impact, the
project shall be presumed to cause négative
significant impact.

Without limiting on project specified in
accordance with a directive issued pursuant to
these regulations, the Authority may separate
assign, modify or  alter the kind and
characteristics, of those projects, which cause
negative significant impact.

7. The process of Impact Assessment
The process of impact assessment to be undertaken
in accordance with these regulations shall include:

Making censorship and refinement;

Determine the study focus;

Undertake impact study and prepare study
document;

Examining study document; and

Follow up and supervision of action plan
preparation.

8. Censorship and Refinement
1.

When the proponent believed that the project
shall not cause negative significant impact and
he seeks the whole environmental impact
assessment require to be undertaken free from
the process in accordance with ArticTe (9) of
these regulations, the proponent may submit the
prepared document that describe the project
with application.

The Authority shall undertake refining
assessment on applicant project by receiving
the project describing document and
application in accordance with sub-Article (1)
of this article.

The Authority may use any information for the
undertaking of censorship on the project.
However, when it found the submitted
information are not sufficient to give decision,
the authority shall cause to undertake the
necessary study and to be submltted fully
thereof.

9. Decision of refinement o

After finalizing
‘refinement, the Authority shall:

Where it is found that the prOjCCt is not likely
to entail significant impact, issue evidence to
the applicant indicating the .agreement to
xmplement the project.

Where it is found that the project is llkely to
entire significant impact, by determining study
focus in -accordance with the provisions of
these regulations, cause to undertake
environmental impact assessment on the
project.

10. Determining Study Focus

1.

By following the provisions of these
regulations and a directive issued for' the
1mplemcntatxon of same, the proponent by
preparing study attention shall subnutte to the
Authority.
A study focus prepared in accordance with
sub-Article (1) of this article shall include:

- (a) Characteristics of the project, size and
area;
(b) The existing and the future .atilization
plan of the area;
(c) A negative impact on social and natural
cnvnronment
(d) The estimate of natural resources supply.
(e) The estimated pollutant created in the

form of liquid, solid, dust, gas and voice

amount or kind released to the
environment

(f) A negative significant impact on land, air
or water;

(g) Sub- environments found in the project

‘area and are easily affected or likely to

be affected;

Conformity: of the project

appropriate policies and laws;

(i) A negative impact be followed outsxde the
government land;

() Measures to resist impact, alternative
solution " ideas and other 'necessary
conditions specified by the Authority.

11. Matters constituted in the enwronmental impact
study Instrument

1.

The impact study instrument shall include in a
simple language and elaboration and a brief
summarizing statement of the study. However,
it may indicate detail technical analysis and
attach information in the annex or on the
footnote. _

The' study instrument shall include the
information used for the preparation of the
study, doubtful condition that occurred during
the studv period or the ean of knowledge.
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12.  Censorship of Environmental impact study
Document
1. The Authonty shall cause government

offices, local communities, appropriate and
interested groups within 15 days to give
opinion on the submitted impact study
document. :
The Authority shall examine the given
opinion and the submitted study document by
virtue of sub-Article (1) of this article based
on the provisions of these regulations and on
approved study focus.

The Authority shall implement in accordance
with Article(13) of these regulatiohs when
the study document fulfilled the provisions of
these regulations and the necessary
conditions specified under other directives by
the proponent. The Authority shall cause the
proponent to make the necessary
modification while the document has failed
to fulfill therein.

The Authority shall give its decision within
ten days upon receipt of modified study
document weather the document has been
modified or not in accordance with sub-
Article (3)"of this Article.

13. preparation of action plan for Monitoring

1.

The Auithority after having undertaken review
on study instrument and where the project is
believed to-have adverse negative impact, it
shall prepare monitoring action plan.

Where the Authority has found that the
significant negative impact of the project is
irresistible and has given the decision not to
implement such project, it shall notify same in
a written form to the proponent with the
reasons thereof.

PART THREE

Environmental Impact study, Report and Provisions

~ Concerning review of Report

14. Duties of a proponent

A Proponent Shall undertake an environmental
impact assessment, identify the likely adverse
impacts of his prOJect incorporate the means of
their prevention or containment, and submit to
the Authority the ‘environmental impact study
report together with'the documents determined
as necessary by the Authority.

A ' proponent shall ensure that the
environmental impact assessment of his project
is conducted and the environmental impact
study report is prepared by experts that meet
the requirements specified under a directive
issued by the Authority.

The cost of undertaking an environmental
impact  assessment  and preparlng an
environmental impact study report shall be
born by the proponent. o

When implementing his project, a proponent
shall fulfill the terms and conditions of his
authorization.
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15. Content of Environmental Impact Study Report

1. An environmental impact study report shall
contain sufficient information to enable the
Authority to determine weather "and Zunder
what conditions the project shall proceed.

2. An environmental impact study report shall
contain, as a minimum, a description of:

a) The nature of the project, including the
technology to be used and. mode of
operation to be followed;

(b) The content and amount of pollutant that
will be released during implementation
as-well as operation;

(c) Source and amount of energy required for
operation;

(d) Information on the impact outside the
government boarder;

(e) Characteristics and duration of all the
estimated direct or indirect, positive or
negative impacts.

(f) Measures broposed to”‘,
minimize, or mitigate negative impacts;

" (g) Contingency plan incase of acctdent; and

(h) Procedures of - self-auditing and
monitoring during implementation and
operation.

3. The Authority shall issue guidelines that
determine the elements necessary to prepare as
well as evaluate dn environmental impact
study report.

16. Review of Environmental Impact Study Report

1. An environmental impact study report that is
submitted to the Authority for review shall
include a brief statement summarizing the study
in non- technical terms as well as indicating the
completeness and accuracy of the information
given in the study report.

2. ‘The Authority shall, after evaluating an
environmental imfiact study report by taking in
to account any public comments and - expert
opinions, within 15 working days: ’

(a) Approve the project without conditions and
issue authorization if it has convinced that
the project will not cause negative impacts.

(b) Approve the project and issue authorization
with conditions that must.be fulfilled in
order to eliminate or reduce adverse
impacts in to insignificance if it has
convinced that the negative impacts can be
effectively countered; or

(c) Refuse implementation of the project if it
has convinced that the negative impact can
not be satisfactorily avoided.

eliminate,
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17. Power to Evaluate Environmental Impact w

The Authority shall be responsible for the
evaluation and authorization of any environmental
impact study report and the monitoring of its
implementation if the project is subjected to

. licensing execution and supervision by the
Government and if it is unlikely to produce negative
impact on neighboring regions.

18. Power to collect information

In order to attain its function in accordance with

these regulations, the authority shall have the power

to acquire the necessary information from any
person or cause to give to order.

19. Deciding Valzdtty of approved envzronmental impact
study Report

1. The authorization of an environmental impact
study report shall expire if the project has not
been implemented according to the time frame
set during its authorization.

2. A proponent who wishes to challenge the
appropriateness of.the provision of sub-Article
(1) of this Article to his project, may submit an
application to that effect to the Authority;’

3. Within 30 days from ‘the receipt of an
application pursuant to sub- Article (2) of this
Article, the Authority shall, unless special
circumstance dictates, decide weather to extend
the validity of the report or to order the revision
or the reproducing of the environmental impact

¥ assessment.

PART FOUR
Environmental Impact Assessment of Public Instrument

20 Environmental Inpact Assessment of public
Instrument

1.. A Public instrument included in any category in

a directive ‘issued pursuant to Sub- Article (2)

herein, shall, prior to approval, be subject to
strategic environmental impact assessment.

2. The authority shall issue directive to determine

the category as of public instruments which are

likely to entail significant -environmental
impact and the Procedure of their impact
assessment,

3. Any organ /body which Iinitiates a, public
instrument falling into any category which
requires environmental impact assessment as
determined in a directive issued pursuant to
sub- article (2) of this article shall ensure that it
has been subjected to strateglc environmental
impact assessment.

4. Any government organ shall collaborate with
the Authority to enable the evaluation of likely
environmental impacts of any public instrument
prepared by it.

PART FIVE
Conditions to exist after Impact Assessment

21. Occurrence of New Circumstance
If an unforeseen fact of serious implication is
realized after the submission of an environmental
impact study report, the Authority, as may be
appropriate, may order the environmental impact
- assessment to be revised or redone in order to
address the implication.

When the proponent fails to implement the
authorized project in compliance with the
commitments he entered into or obligations
imposed upon him, the' Authority may order
him to undertake specified erectification
measure.

Any other authorizing or licensing agency
shall, in tandem with the authority's decision
suspend or cancel authorization to implement a
project, Where the authority suspend or cancel
the license it may have issued in favor of the
project in accordance with article 16 sub-article
2 a or b of theses regulations.

Provisions Concerning to Public Participation,

Incentive and Grievance Procedure

23. Public Parttczpatzon

1.

The Authorxty shall make any environmental
impact study report accessible to the Public and
solict comments on it.

The Authority shall ensure that the comments
made by the public and in particular by the
communities likely to be affected by the

_implementation of a project are incorporated in

to the environmental: impact study report as
well as in its evaluation.

24. Incentive

The Government shall give incentive in accordance
with the regulations to be issued by the Federal
Government

25. Grievance Procedures

1.

e

Any Person dissatisfied with the authorization
or monitoring or any decision of the Authority
regarding the project may submit a grievance
notice to the General manager of the Authority.
The general manager of the Authority shall, as
provided under sub-Article (1) of this article
give his decision on the matter within 30 days
following the receipt of the grievance.

The decision of the general manager of the
Authority shall be final. However, a party who
has complain against the decision, he may
lodge his matters to be adjudicated to the court
having jurisdiction. '
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Miscellaneous Provisions

26. Offences and penalties
1.~ Without prejudice to the implementation of the
provisions of the penal code on those who
violate these regulations, any person who
violates these regulations and subsequent
directives to .be issued, the following penalty

shall be executed.

2. Any person who, without obtaining
authorization from the Authority or makes false
presentations in an environmental impact
assessment study report shall be liable to a fine
not less than fifty thousand birr and not more
than one hundred thousand birr.

3. Any person if he fails to keep records or to

~ fulfill conditions' of authorization issued
pursuant to these regulations, shall be liable to
a fine of not less than ten thousand birr and not
more than twenty thousand birr.

4. When a juridical person commits an offence, in
addition to the penalty imposed in sub-Article
(2) and (3) of this article, it may be meted with,
the manager who failed to exercise all due
diligence shall be liable to a fine. Not less than
five thousand bur and not more than ten
thousand birr.

5. The court may in addition to any penalty
imposed on a person who has been prosecuted
for an offence’ under these regulations or

_ directives emanating from it, order the .
convicted person to restore in any other~way
and compensate for the damage inflicted.

27. Duty to cooperate
Any person shall have the duty to cooperate in the
implementation of these regulations.

28. In applicable laws
Any law or practice in consistent - with these
regulations shall not be applicable on matters
provided in these regulations.

29. Effective Date
These Regulations shall come into force on the date
of its publications in the Addis Negari Gazeta.
