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REGULATION No 25/2007
ADDIS ABABA CITY GOVERNMENT
ENVIRONMENTAL POLLUTION CONTROL
REGULATIONS

Whereas, some so social and economic development
endeavors may inflict environmental harm that could
make the endeavors counter-productive;

Whereas, the protection of the environment, the safe
guarding of human health and well being, as well as the
maintaining of the living tings and aesthetic value of
nature, in particular are the duty and responsibility of all;

Whereas, it is appropriate to eliminate or to mitigate
pollution as an undesirable consequences on social and
economic development activities.

Nowtherefore, in accordance with article 66/2 of Addis
Ababa city government revised charter proclamation No.
361/2003 and article 29/2/F/ of the city master plan
preparation, issuance and implementation proclamation
No. 17/2004, the provisional government of Addis Ababa
city here by issued this regulations as follows:-

Part One
General

1. Short Title
These regulations may be cited as “Addis Ababa City
Government  Environmental  Pollution  Control
Regulation No.25/2007”

2. Definitions

Unless the context requires otherwise; in these

regulations.

1. “Government” means Addis Ababa city
provisional Government

2. “Authority” means the Addis Ababa city

Government Environmental protection Authority.
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3. “Environment” means the totality of all materials
whereas in their natural state or modified or
changed by human beings, their external spaces
and the interactions which affect their quality or
quantity and the welfare of human or other living
things, including but not restricted to land,
atmosphere, weather and climate, water, living
things, sound, odor, taste social factor and
aesthetics

4. “pollution” means any condition which is
hazardous or potentially hazardous to human
health, safety, or welfare or to living things
created by altering any physical, radioactive,
thermal, chemical, biological or other property of
any part of the environment in contravention of
any condition. Limitation or restriction made
under these regulations and any other relevant
laws.

5. “Chemical” means an element or a compound
whether by itself, or in a mixture or a preparation,
whether manufactured or obtained from nature.

6. “Air” in these regulations means the natural
mixture of gases that are found out of home and
include in areas where work is done.

7. “Hazardous material” means any substance in
solid, liquid or gaseous state, or any plant, animal
or micro organism that is injurious to human
health or the environment.

8. “Hazardous waste” means any unwanted material
that is believed to be deleterious to human
safety or health or the environment.

9. “Standard” means the measurement of
environmental  quality or  environmental

pollution.

. “License” means a written permit of pollution
control issued pursuant to these regulations.

. “Environmental pollution” means any change in
the natural environment that directly or indirectly
affect the life, construction, or day to day
activities of human being.

. “Pollutant” means any substance whether liquid,

o

solid, or gas which directly or indirectly.

(a) Alters the quality of any part of the
receiving environment so as to affect its
beneficial use adversely; or

(b) Produce toxic substances, diseases,
objectionable odor, radioactive, noise,
vibrations, heat or any other phenomenon
that is hazardous or potentially hazardous
to human health or to other living things.

13. “*Water” means both surface and ground water

14 “Release™ means disposing of any pollutant in the
environment in any way be it intentionally or

otherwise.
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I5. “Effluent” means waste water, other fluid, treated
or untreated, discharged directly or indirectly in
to the environment.

16. “Environmental inspector or inspectors” means
the body designated under article 12 of these
regulations.

17. “Person” means natural person or juridical
person.

3. Scope of application

1. These regulations shall be applicable to factories,
commercial enterprises, educational centers,
health institutions, industries, other enterprises,
home & similar human activities and on
polluters which generate & extracts hazardous
material & on pollutant which is belived to harm
& bring about negative impact over the
environment.

These regulations shall be applicable to approved
projects and established enterprises prior to the
issuance of these regulations. The details will be
determined through directives to be issued by the
authority.

4. Objectives
These regulations has the following objectives to:-
1., Safeguarding or protecting the environment from
any pollution.

Design the condition to protect pollution and

avoid it in the long run taking in to account the

development & the capacity of the country.

3. Render any activity with prior investigation
whether or not it may pollute the environment and
to adjust conditions in case where pollution
sustained for severe materialize damage.

4. Design a system as to how a pollutant reinstate

the polluted to its original position and made him

responsible for his activity for the damage caused
as result of pollution.

Keep and encourage the adoption of technologies

free from pollution and creativities to eliminate

pollution.

6. Establish favorable & legal conditions for the
implementation of environmental  pollution
control proclamation No 300/2002 enacted by
Federal Government as well as land
Environmental policies and strategies of the
Administration.

Part-Two
Environmental Standards & control of pollution

5. Environmental Standards
1. Environmental Standards are explained by quality
standards, standards of waste disposal, standards
of pollutants releases in to air, standards of
production & control of hazardous materials and
the like.
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The authority shall regulate the implementation of
environmental standards enacted by relevant
federal  government  offices  until  the
administration enacts its owen standards. Incase
where there is no standards enacted by federal
government offices, the autherity shall regulate
the implementation of environmental standards
issued by the concerned international
organizations.

6. Quality standards

As stated under articles 5 of these regulations, the
Government shall determine quality standards
based on the enumerated elements herewith.

(a) Relevant water quality standards that might
be used for human welfare, environmental
protection and different services.

(b) Air quality standards and quality standards of
material released into air which is favorable
to human health & life as well as the
wellbeing and reproduction of animals &
plants.

(c) Standards for the quality of soil which helps

to determine the type and amount of

chemicals applied to the soil.

Standards for noise to determine the noise of

industries, construction sites, motor vehicles,

Airplane, various materials, commercial

enterprises and other that can generate noise.

(e) Standards for production & control of
hazards waste.

(f) Standards for the discharge of effluents into
water bodies and sewage systems.

(g) Standards for the amount of odor which is
favorable to environmental welfare & human
health.

Standards for the quality of water concerning

quality of water that might be used to domestic

purpose, industries, recreation &
necessary, for other functions too.

Air quality standards determined:-

(a) Minimum Air quality standards which are
necessary for the wellbeing and human
health.

(b) The amount of pollutant materials that
‘causes harm to human life, health and
wellbeing of animals and plants which may
cause damage on the property.

(¢) The amount of air pollutant that generates

The standard of hazards things determined by
considering its type, amount, the place where it
exists and the ecosystem.
Standard for favorable effluents.
(a) The allowed quality of water that can be
released or discharged or damped in to
water or ground.
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(b) The amount of water released or discharged
in to water or ground after being collected
and distilled by the distillation center.

Any person who wants to discharge effluents in

to the sewerage system shal' uot use the

sewerage unless licensed by the organs

authorized by law.

It is prohibited to discharge or to put in to
sewerage system effluents and other materials
which fails complex cftluents standard here
with.

(a) Effluents which are difficult to filter in the
filtering center or challenges the activities of
the center or creates a problem when the
filtration under way.

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I. Unless permitted by these regulations, it is
prohibited to:
(a) Use water exceeding the limited quality
standards for different activities.
(b

Release or putting hazardous materials,
effluents, or solid wastes or any pollutant
materials directly or indirectly into rivers
or sewerage.

(c) Release pollutants into air exceeding the

stetted air quality standards.

(d) Release, put or damp any pollutant
materials into soil beyond the set standards
of the soil.

standards.

(f) Violate or transcend standards & directive
for the production & control of hazardous
materials.

(g) Made bad odor available above the limited

standards.

Every one shall take the necessary prior
preparation to prevent the flow of materials
stored & produced in his possession in to

passages, rivers and sewerage channels.

3. The authority may order the performance of
necessary preventive measures to be taken by
the owner ‘when it believed that materials
released or stored in once possession entered to

passages, rivers or sewerage channels.

9. Permit required to engage in the production and

management of hazardous material.

1. Every one who wants to perform the production,
packing, storing, transporting, importing to the
City or exporting, selling or exchange of
hazardous materials shall have certificate of
competency from the relevant/concerned federal
government office or organ of the city.

2. Every one shall present and register his certificate
of competency before the authority prior to his
engagement in the city to any of the activities
listed in sub-article 1 of this article.

3. The authority after evaluating the legality of the
request of application of registration based on
sub-article 2 of this article shall register & give

certificate of registration when accepted.
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4. Every person engaged in any of the activities
listed in sub-article 1 of this article, prior to the
issuance of these regulations shall have
certificate  of competency &  registration
certificate with in six months of the issuance of
these regulations.

Duty to provide information

I..Everyone shall report to the authority

immediately as a result of nature of his activities,

(a)  The amount type and content of effluents
or solid wastes or hazardous materials
released or allowed to get in to water.

(b) The type, amount and volume of
pollutant materials released in to air.

(¢c)  The type, amount & volume of the
released dumped or buried effluents,
olid wastes or any hazardous materials
in the soil.

(d)  The frequency & impact of noises

~ generated above the limit of noise.

(e) Source & volume of odor created or
existed by any reasons.

The details shall be determined by a directive

issued by the authority for implementation and

control.

The authority when necessary has a right to

request information by its own initiative when

it doubts the performance of those activities
listed under sub-article 1 of this article.

3. Every one who provides information to the
authority as per sub article 1 & 2 of this article,
shall be responsible to certify its comprehen-
siveness and correctness.

4. Without contradicting these regulations, the
authority in cooperation with other concerned
bodies may decide to minimize or to avoid or to
stop pollution results from failure to adopt
appropriate technology or method or other
alternatives.

. Environmental Laboratory

1. The duthority shall establish environmental
laboratory based on these regulations in order to
discharge its responsibilities in view of
environmental protection and pollution control
and ablé& to give professional witness.

2. The result of professional explanation achieved
by a research in the laboratory shall be
acceptable before the law. Where the situation
justifies to do so, attributing to reasonable doubt,
the competent government authority or the court
may order repetition of the laboratory test.

3. It is prohibited to use or bring environmental
laboratory reports other than the allowed
function or administrative or. judicial organs
authorized to render decision based on it.

. Environmental Inspector

1. The authority shall assign the necessary &
-qualified environmental Inspector here in after
called Inspector, in order to execute the
provisions of these regulations.
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5

The authority shall issue an identity card for

each inspector showing that one is assigned. The

mnspector shall have the identity card with him
and show it when requested.

The authority shall be responsible to fulfill

conditions which help the Inspector to execute

the objectives, principles and provision of these
regulations in to effect.

In view of the execution of the provisions of

these regulations, every one shall have the duty

to perform the following obligations.

(a)  To provide or to bring before the
inspector samples, documents and other
relevant  information’s  which  are
necessary to the inspector to perform his
activity in accordance with the regulation.

(b)  To respect and perform any order given
by the inspector in order to execute the
regulation.

(c) Not to disturb the inspector when
discharging his duty.

Power and duties of environmental Inspector.
The Inspector shall have the following power and
duties;

1

Any time and without the need to show court

order; '

(a)  To search places, buildings, nstitutions,
industries, factories or motor vehicles
registered and permitted in accordance
with these regulations.

(b)  To require permits files, documents or
other things or to regulate, investigate or
to have a copy of these

(¢)  To perform investigation & regulation as
to the execution of the provisions of these
regulations.

(d)  To collect samples from relevant things
or objects and send them to laboratory
investigation or analysis.

(e) To regulate at the scene when it is
believed that those industries, factorics,
trade or other institutions which shall
observe these regulations pollute the
environment.

(f)  To perform other regulatory activities in
order to assure & execute the provisions
of these regulations.

(g) To send a notice to a person to appear
before him for request when it is believed®
that he has person violates the provisions
of these regulations.

(h)  To assure the application of environ-
mental standards and related obligation in
to effect.

The Inspector may seize or cause to be seized

any motor vehicle, production Instruments,

objects or other things when he believed that
they damage the environment by violating the
provisions of these regulations.
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The inspector may take measures to give up any
activities which pollute or can pollute the
environment by violating the provisions of these
regulations. When the activity requires the
closing of the institution, the authority shall
decide in writing. The decision of the authority
shall explain the time when the institution is
closed.

The inspector may send adjustment notice to
production institution or to a person to give up
activities that pollute or may pollute the
environment by violating the provisions of these
regulations or order them to plant a new
machinery or safety measures with in a certain
period of time.

Part Three
Envirownizntal pollution, control permit &
administration

14. General

1.

Environmental pollution control permit, here
after refered as permit can be permitted, or
suspended or prohibited or cancelled in order to
minimize, avoid or regulate everyone who might
pollute the environment or to stop the activities
or function which causes pollution.

Any person required to have the permit when the
objective of its establishment or job activities or
function pollute the environment or causes the
negative consequences on the livelihood, health
or well being of human beings.

The authority is vested with the power to give
the permit. It shall be responsible to have correct
and comprehensive information as to the permit
granted.

A permit shall be given or renewed and a
suspension be canceled up on the payment of
compensation by the pollutant for the damage he
caused to the environment based on the principle
“same shall pay the compensation.”
Service charge for the permit
determined by the cabinet of the city

15. Conditions to grant permit

1.

The authority shall give the permit based on the
conditions herewith.

(a)  On submission of Environmental Impact
assessment report for new jobs or
activities/functions which shall required
to  present  Environmental Impact
Assessment report.

When necessary, submission of
Emergency plan & its implementation
strategy  for the management of
Environment.

When the applicant is willing to
eliminate, protect or minimize the
possible pollution of the environment and
enter to an obligation to that effect.

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(d)  Present other additional documents when
required by the authority.
(e)  Evaluating the suggestion to grant the

permit of other relevant parties
The authority shall determine by a directive as to

the community,
governmental

representation  of  local

and non-governmental
organizations and relevant parties indicated in

sub-article 1/E/ of this article.

Any applicant for the permit has a right to
appear and explain to the authority on the date
assigned to here his case: when required by the
authority to do so, the applicant shall have the
obligation to appear and explain before him.

When the request of the permit is to discharge
effluent to water resources, the following shall
be taken in to consideration.

(a) Its negative impact on the quality & safety
of water and other resources.

(b) The negative impact of prior permits over

similar water resources and other related

resources.

(c) The negative impact over those who have
interest over the water which is subject to
the permit requested

When the permit request is to discharge vapor or

smokes/pollutant/ in to air, the following

conditions shall be taken in to consideration.

(a) Its

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19. Suspension of permit

I

A permit can be suspended where the holder:
(a)  Fails to fulfill the conditions expected of
him.
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(b)  Fails to provide correct & timely
information when requested by the
authority.

(¢) In any circumstance violates these

regulations and other directives issued to
the effective implementation of these
regulations until corrective measures are
introduced.

When the authority suspends the permit as per
sub-article 1 of this article, it shall provide
written notice to the permit holder about the
reasons of the suspension and the corrective or
adjustment measures to be taken within a certain
time.

A permit holder who receives the written notice
as per sub-article 2 of this article, shall take the
adjustment or corrective measures with the
specified time.

20. Cancellation of permit.

The authority shall cancel the permit as per
article 17 of these regulations;

(a) Where the permit or renewal were
granted as result of mischief, forgery,

falsified information or illegal ways;

(b)

Where the activities or the objective for
the permit ceased.

(c) In case of suspension failure of the permit
holder

adjustment measures as per article 19 of

to take timely corrective or

these regulations,

(d)  Where the permit holder performs
cause of  suspension activities
repetitively.

The authority, before rendering decision of
cancellation of permit as per -sub-article 1 of
this article, shall notify the permit holder and
receive his written opinion. The permit holder
who receives a notice may provide the authority
his written opinion about the issue within 30

days.

The authority permanently cancels the permit
where the permit holder fails to provide its
opinion or provides insufficient reasons as per

sub-article 2 of this article.

. Any person shall be liable if he commits the
following offences

a) Fails to hold hazardous or chemicals or
harmful objects, production process &
wastes properly

b) Knowing about wastes or chemicals or
nature of harmful activities  but acts the
contrary.

¢) Fails to provide or prohibit information as
to wastes, chemicals, harmful things or
activities,

d) Cooperates with illegal activities or wastes,
or chemical or harmful things or activities.

2. Any person who commits offences listed in
sub-article 1 shall be punished by the relevant
federal law

27. Right to long complaint

1. Any person shall have the right to provide
information or to lodge a complaint to the
authority against any person allegedly causing
actual or potential or potential damage to the
environment, without the need to show any
vested interest.

2. When the authority fails to give a decision to
the information or the complaint within thirty
days or when the person who has lodged the
complaint is dissatisfied with the decision, he
may institute a court case with in sixty days
form the date the decision has been given or
the deadline for decision has elapsed.

PART FIVE
Miscellaneous provisions

28. Incentives

Incentives for the introduction or methods in to an
existing undertaking that enable to prevent  or
minimize  pollution shall be determined by the
regulation to be issued by the Federal government
for the implementation of Environmental pollution
control prociamation No. 300/2002.

29. Environmental Emergency Matters.

1. The authority in consolation with the
administration shall disclose the emergency
matter to the public when it has a good-cause
showing that high and serious environmental
pollution materialized or to be materialized.

2. Any person, as a result of activities  he
performed as well as nature of the work or
hazardous things which may cause high and
series environmental pollution, shall have a
plan for the emergency time which helps to
protect, avoid, minimize or adjust the pollution
and submit the plan timely to the authority for
evaluation.

Any person shall report immediately to the
authority when high & serious environmental
pollution materialize or to be materialized as a
result of nature of its activity or nature of the
institution or as a result of hazardous materials
under his control.

Any person shall cooperate & take part for
effort made to block, prevent or adjust by the
authority in emergency matters when high &

seviour environmental pollution materializes.

The authority or the inspector, in case of
environmental emergency matters, may take
measures to prevent, control or adjust the
damage through;

a) To enter at any time with out the need to
show court order in to any places, homes,
institution, buildings.

b) To plant & construct machineries and other
structure of any place or within institution
to protect damages on the environment.

c¢) To transfer objects, plants or animals
which may be affected by the pollution.

d) To stop or suspend, investigate and search

any vehicles

The authority will issue regulation addressing
environmental emergency  situations and
technical, administrative and security measures
to be used as well as plan & its implementation.
The authority in collaboration with the

concerned body shall carry out its activity.

30. Cooperation with neighboring Region.

The authority shall take measures to protect or
minimize environmental pollution and its effect
from transmitting to other places together with

neighboring regions.

The environmental pollution control council
and the city cabinet shall determine arcas and
conditions of cooperation with neighboring
regions and the authority shall implement the

The authority shall report to environmental
protection council and the mayor office or
cabinet efforts and results achieved in

Transitional Provisions.

Any person who s subjecte to these regulations
shall have a permut from the authority within 12
months from the date of entry in to force of these
regulations after  fulfilling
information & conditions.

1. Any regulation, directives or customary
practices inconsistent with these regulations
shall not be applicable regarding _maters
provided there in.

2. Matters uncovered by these regulations shall be
governed by the provisions of environmental
pollution control proclamation No.-300/2002.
