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REGULATION No. 180/2024
A REGULATION TO PROVIDE FOR
RIVERBANK DEVELOPMENT AND
POLLUTION PREVENTION THE CITY
GOVERNMENT OF ADDIS ABABA

WHWREAS, it is provide by all people have the
right to live in a clean and healthy environment
and that the government has the responsibility to
strive to have a clean and healthy environment in
accordance with Sub Article (1) of Article 44 and
Sub Atrticle (1) of Article 92 of the Constitution of
the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia;

__________________________
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WHWREAS, it has become necessary to the city
administration is required to prevent environmental
pollution and make the city clean, green and
comfortable, maintaining its natural balance, and
thus making the rivers and their banks in the city a
clean and healthy environment in accordance with
Sub Article (8) of Article 9 of the revised Charter
of Addis Ababa City Government Proclamation
No. 361/1995;

WHWREAS, the rivers and riverbanks and their
tributaries in the city have changed their natural
behavior due to the polluting sewage and solid
wastes coming out from various residences, service
institutions, factories and are harmful to people's
health and safety;

WHWREAS, it has been found necessary to
preserve and maintain the living and non-living
natural biological elements living in and around
the river, keeping it from changing its natural
content. Human health by protecting and managing
the city's river and its shores from pollution;
WHWREAS, it is believed that setting up working
procedure by taking appropriate legal and
administrative action against those who do not
carry out the activities of the procedures laid down
to prevent river pollution. That will enable them to
learn from their mistakes and refrain from similar
actions and restore the damage caused by them;
NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article
94 of the Addis Ababa City Government Executive
Organs Establishment and to Re-specify the Power
and Duties of the thereof Proclamation No.
84/2023, the Cabinet of Addis Ababa City

Government has issued this Regulation.
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PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as "Riverbank
Development and Pollution Prevention the City
Government of Addis Ababa Regulation No.
12/2024".

. Definition

Unless the context or phrase requires otherwise
in this regulation:

1. "City" means the Addis Ababa city;

2. "Administration” means the city
government of Addis Ababa;

3. "Bureau” means the Urban
Beautification and Green Development
Bureau the city government of Addis
Ababa;

4. "Authority” means the Environmental
Protection ~ Authority  the  city
government of Addis Ababa;

5. "Environment” means the totality of
all materials whether in their natural
state or modified or changed by human;
their  external spaces and the
interactions which affect their quality or
quantity and the welfare of human or
other living beings, include but not
restricted to, land atmosphere, whether
and climate, water, living things, sound,
odor, taste, social factors, and
aesthetics;

6. "Chemical” means an element or a

compound whether by itself, or in a
mixture or a preparation, whether

manufactured or obtained from nature;

"Waste" means any harmful substance
in solid, liquid or vapor (gas) form that
is discharged or discharged into any
body of a river;
"Hazardous Waste" means any
unwanted material that is believed to be
deleterious to human safety or health or
the environment and shall have the
meaning given by Hazardous Waste
Management and Disposal Control

Proclamation No. 1090/2010;

"Water" means surface and ground
water;
"Release” means discharging of

hazardous wastes to the environment
intentionally or negligently;

"River" means non-saline water that
originates from a certain place and
travels long distances through small
tributary streams or a natural channel in
the ground that flows to other
neighboring regions or another river or
an artificial lake or spring that is
connected to the river and includes a
tributary;

"Riverbank™ means the minimum 30
meters from the river bank to the right
and left side of the river bank, the width
of which can be increased according to
the local conditions and the area that is
not allowed to be used for any kind of
construction or service and the area that

affects the river;
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13. "River Pollution™ means the rivers of
the city from any individual; It refers to
the changing of the natural
characteristics of a river due to various
pollutants generated by housing,
production and service facilities;

14."River and Riverbank Corridor
Development”  means  ecological
protection from the source of the river
basin; decided to develop green
development, recreational areas and
related services in the areas facing the
river side by side and the land use will
be determined by the study;

15. "Dry Waste" means any liquid or non-
liquid matter or dead animal body from
the area of slaughterhouses, which is
discarded as unwanted from any
housing, manufacturing and service
establishments; dead bone hair It is skin
or bark;

16. "Sewage Waste" means clothes, food
items, drinking water laundries, slime,
dregs, toilet sewage, animal shelter
sewage and toxic or non-toxic
substances coming out of homes,
industries, garages, and any
governmental and non-governmental
organizations;

17. "Pollutant” means any substance
whether liquid, solid, or gas which
directly or indirectly:

a) alters the quality of any part of the
receiving environment so as to effect

its beneficial use adversely; or
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b) produces toxic substances, diseases,
objectionable odour, radioactivity,
noise, vibration, heat, or any other
phenomenon that is hazardous to
human health or to other living
things;

18. "River Ecosystem™ means a system
that shows the continuous natural
interaction of any living things in a
river and along its banks with
themselves or with non-living things
and their environment;

19. "Person" means any natural or juridical
person.

3. Scope of Application

1. This Regulation shall be Applicable to
rivers and riverbanks within the
administrative  boundaries of the
administration; And

Any person who causes pollution and
adverse effects on the river, its banks

and the safety of the environment

PART TWO
RIVER AND RIVERBANK DEVELOPMENT,

POLLUTION PREVENTION AND
PROTECTION

4. Development of River and Riverbanks

1. Collecting information to develop rivers
and riverbanks; Organizing and
analyzing various development

activities in  regular development

programs or projects;
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Prepare a detailed local development
plan that includes socio-economic
studies of residents living in the
riverbank area before undertaking river
and riverbank development work;

. A detailed environmental development

study to be prepared should include the
development of a river corridor that
takes into account the changes in
landscape following the development of
the river and riverbanks;

. When developing a river and a

riverbank, ensuring that it is
uninterrupted from the upper part of the
basin to the lower part of the river;
Notwithstanding the provisions of Sub
Article (4) of this Article, carrying out
development on any downstream part
of the river as determined by the
administration;

Together with the relevant
administrative institution, identify the
boundaries of the riverbank and issue a
certificate of ownership  from the
relevant party; managing the sites; keep
out;

Issuing a digital map of the river and
riverbank areas and other green areas
managed by  the responsible
management for the certificate of
ownership;

. According to the structural plan of the

city administration, through the detailed
environmental development studies
prepared to implement the structural
plan and parts plans, the riverbank areas
and other green areas identified by
collecting information from the relevant
parties and making detailed designs are
prepared and developed for them;

Ensuring that riverbank designs are
prepared in accordance with urban
planning standards and approved by the
relevant body;

Designing and implementing different
flood prevention strategies that protect
the beauty of the city and take into
account the continued development of
riverbanks that are prone to flooding;
To make rivers and riverbanks clean
according to the standard and design
and provide recreational and park
services to the public;

When necessary,  transfer  the
development work to domestic or
foreign investors in accordance with the
relevant laws so that the development
of rivers and riverbanks can maintain
their level and quality, transfer
technology, knowledge and skills;

Any existing development located in a
protected riverbank can be continued in
its current state only when it is
confirmed by the appropriate body that
it will not cause damage or pollution to
the biodiversity of the river and the
riverbank;

Establishing a development order when
developing river and riverbanks:

a) To ensure that compensation is
paid to the developers of the
developed river and riverside
areas in accordance with the
planning order and according to
the law, and that those who need
replacement places and houses
can be found according to the

and  that

enforcement work is carried out;
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b) Making the riverbanks free from
any legal claims and ready for
development; To develop the
infrastructure based on its level
and quality by completing it or
making it  complete as
appropriate;

c) After the riverbank development
is completed, the development
of the river corridor should be
developed by the relevant
government body according to
the detailed local development
plan.

15. Joint projects developed by government
and private partnership are studied and
decided by the mayor to carry out in
accordance with the relevant law;

16. Where the resident lives; a watershed
component in the environment in which
it operates; development of river and
riverbanks; will have take care of it;

Protection of River and Riverbanks from

Pollution

1. Creating awareness to make rivers and
riverbanks free from any pollution;

2. Planting anti-pollution and water
purification plants on riverbanks;

3. To prevent any construction that may
pollute the environment in the river and
river bank protection area;

4. Controlling the discharge of various
pollutants from health institutions,
educational institutions, gas stations,
garages and car washes from polluting

rivers and riverbanks;
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Service facilities that have been built
along the river and riverbanks and are
causing pollution; Allowing residences
and manufacturing industries to move
out of the area in cooperation with the
relevant executive institutions of the
administration or to build an
appropriate sewage treatment system
and make settlement adjustments;

To create a situation where it is possible
to prevent and eliminate river pollution
in a way that suits the development
level of the city;

To control whether the waste from any
individual, residence, manufacturing
and service-providing facilities causes
river pollution;

Promote the use of anti-pollution
technologies in rivers and riverbanks
and support innovations that help to
eliminate river pollution;

Preventing any person living near the
river bank from doing activities that
pollute the river and its banks;

. To carry out screening and treatment

activities before discharges containing
pollutants from industrial and service
facilities are released into rivers and

riverbanks;

. To ensure that the health of the river is

protected by identifying and using what
can be reused from the waste produced

by everyone;
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12. Converting toilet waste from health
institutions, educational institutions,
service providers and manufacturing
organizations into biogas for use;

13. To ensure that the toilet sewage tank
built in the river basin area is built only
according to the standards and quality
issued by the administration;

14. Prevent sewage line or sewage tank
from connecting to storm water
drainage line.

Taking Care of Rivers and Riverbanks

To plan and implement the development
and care of rivers and riverbanks in a
manner that involves and benefits the local
community; the detailed implementation
will be determined by the guidelines issued
by the Bureau.

PART THREE

PROHIBITED ACTIONS AND CONTROL

7. Prohibition

It is prohibited to perform the following
activities on the river and riverbanks:
1. Accumulating or dumping or

releasing various polluting chemical
wastes from health institutions,
educational institutions, gas
stations, garages and car washes on
the banks of the river;

2. Waste products from homes, service
providers  and manufacturing
companies, broken bottles, used
cans, plastic and plastic bags, used
vehicle tires, dead animal carcasses;
dead bone hair skin throwing or
dumping construction and building
debris, solid waste and other similar
pollutants into rivers and
riverbanks;

Discharge sewage from residential
toilets or any untreated sewage into
a river or pollute the river by
connecting the line;

Discharge treated sewage into a
river without the consent of any
person;

When a permit is issued to
discharge sewage into a river and it
is controlled, the effluent does not
meet the quality standards and has
prohibited contents:

a) Sewage that is discharged from
the sewage treatment plant and
discharged into the river by
reducing or degrading the
quality level,

b) Sewage that harms the river by
generating toxic chemicals by
itself or by mixing with other
substances;

c) PH of effluent less than 6.0 or
greater than 9.0;

d) Effluent containing substances
that can  evaporate  at
temperatures
below 100 degrees Celsius;

e) Leakage that explodes on the
river water or produces
poisonous and dangerous gas
or vapor,

f) Drainage containing oil, salty
liquid, burning motor oil, petrol
or soapy substances and other
substances that may change the
natural composition of the river
water;

g) Sewage containing vegetable
and fruit by-products, wood,
gravel, sand, cloth, stone, etc.;

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8. River and Riverbank Inspector

1. According to this regulation, an
inspector may be assigned by the
authority to prevent prohibited activities
in the river and riverbanks or to prevent
river and riverbank pollution;

2. In exercising their powers and duties
under this regulation, inspectors shall
perform their duties diligently, honestly
and impartially.

9. Duties and Responsibilities of Riverbank
Inspector

The inspector will have the following
duties and responsibilities:
1. Notify the owner or his agent in

writing of taking a measured sample
of any substance which he suspects
may contaminate the river or
riverbank and examine or have it
tested by a laboratory to determine
whether it is harmful,

2. Requests, examines, and takes copies
of riverbank pollution monitoring
records, documents, or other related
information;

3. He shall issue a summons to the
person whom he has proven to have
violated the provisions of this
regulation to come to the authority for
questioning;

4. When it is necessary, he will be
present at the place where there is
pollution along the riverbank and will
make observations and prepare a
report. Submits to the superior officer;

5. Displays ID when deployed for
control;

8. Determines what is allowed and
what is not allowed for
development in the river bank; it
executes according to the decision;

9. Creates or will create awareness for
residents and other interested
parties about the development, care
and protection of rivers and
riverbanks;

10. It works in cooperation with the
relevant party to take action against
the perpetrators of damage to the
development,  ownership  and
protection of rivers and riverbanks,
or when solid waste or sewage is
dumped or dumped or released or is
released or stored or dumped.

and Responsibilities of the
Authority

Subject to the power and duties given by
the relevant laws, it shall have the
following duties and responsibilities:

1. Following the prevention strategies

stipulated in Article 5 of this regulation,
it prevents river and riverbank pollution
by organizing and coordinating with
stakeholders and relevant bodies;

2. The Addis Ababa City Administration
monitors the environmental pollution
control regulation of the registered and
licensed  service  providers and
production facilities in accordance with
this regulation;
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12.

3. It controls requests, examines, and
takes copies of records, documents, or
other related information related to
riverbank pollution;

4. Takes samples of effluent or materials
from rivers and riverbank; it will also
have the sample analyzed in a
laboratory; actions will be taken based
on the results of the investigation;

5. Monitors that river and riverbank areas
are used only for their intended
purpose; it controls;

6. Any person shall control whether the
effluent discharged into the river and
riverbank is not polluting;

7. Develops a system of procedures to
restore the damage caused by river
pollution;

8. Performs other duties necessary to
enforce and ensure the objectives and
provisions of this regulation.

Duties and Responsibilities of Code
Enforcement Authority

Subject to the power and duties given by
the relevant laws, it shall have the
following duties and responsibilities:

1. Takes action against the perpetrator of

the action or causes it to be taken for
the damage caused to the development
and ownership of the riverbank or when
solid waste or sewage is dumped or
dumped or released or caused to be
released or stored,

2. When the presence of pollution is
confirmed and presented to the
authority, it will apply an administrative
fine according to the table attached to
this regulation.
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13. Roads Authority

Subject to the power and duties given by
the relevant laws, he shall have the
following duties and responsibilities:

1. Controls sewage from any residential,

manufacturing or  service-providing
company to prevent it from entering the
flood drainage line; it protects;
organizes the evidence of crime and
transfer the information to Code
Enforcement Authority;

2. According to Sub Article (1) of this
Article, it makes a recommendation to
the Environmental Protection Authority
to check the level of pollution and
danger of the sewage released into the
flood drainage line.

14. Giving Recognition and Encouragement

The authority to individuals who have done
exemplary work in cleaning and
maintaining polluted rivers and riverbanks;
organizations;  civil  societies  and
institutions may be recognized or
encouraged.

PART FIVE

ACCEPTING SUGGESTION, PETITION
AND COORDINATING PROCEDRES
15. Submitting Suqggestion and Petition

1. Any person who has caused or may
cause pollution of the river or the
riverbank can submit a suggestion or
petition to the authority by presenting it
in person, in writing, by telephone or by
other means of electronic message
transmission;
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2. A suggestion or petition submitted in
Sub Article (1) of this Article may
specify the exact location or address of
the river or riverbank where the
pollutant was released or dumped, if
possible, the time the pollutant began to
be released, the type of pollutant
released, and the time it was released;

3. The authority will prepare a form to
submit a petition or suggestion;

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of Sub
Article (3) of this Article, the petitioner
may present his suggestion or petition
in any convenient manner;

5. To monitor the implementation of the
suggestion or petition submitted by the
indicator or petitioner; he can know the
result;

6. Any person who has a suggestion or a
petition that there is or may be damage
to the development of the river and
riverbank can submit it to the Addis
Ababa city Administration's Code
Enforcement Authority in accordance
with this Article.

16. Coordinating Procedure

1. The Authority will work in cooperation
and coordination with the relevant body
in relation to river and riverbank
pollution;

2. The Authority shall work in
cooperation and coordination with the
Addis Ababa City Administration's
Code Enforcement Authority in the
implementation and enforcement of the
prohibitions and administrative
measures stipulated in this regulation;
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3. The Authority works in cooperation
with the bordering region of the city to
prevent river and riverside pollution
caused or likely to occur by the
administration;

4. The Bureau works in cooperation and
coordination with relevant
governmental and non-governmental
organizations regarding the
development and care of rivers and
riverbanks.

PART SIX
ADMINISTRATIVE ACTION

17. Taking Administrative Action

1. Subject to the penalties provided for in
the Penal Code and other laws, the
appropriate authority or city
government Code Enforcement Bureau
shall impose upon any person who
violates this regulation:

a) According to the nature of
the offense, it will take
administrative action to
stop, close, seal, restore,
cancel business license or
construction license, notify
the authorities in writing
to cut off water supply;

b) An administrative fine shall
be imposed according to the
table attached to this
regulation;

2. The authority makes a decision to ensure
that there is no pollution of the river and
the riverbank, or to stop activities that
cause pollution, or to prevent the
production or movement of things that may
cause pollution, or to dispose of them
properly or order them carefully;
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. The authority shall order the owner to

make necessary arrangements to
prevent any pollutant spilled or
accumulated on private property from
being washed away by rain and entering
the road, river or drainage ditch;

. Any person to whom an administrative

fine has been imposed by the Code
Enforcement Bureau according to this
regulation must immediately present
himself at the district Code
Enforcement Office in the area where
the offense occurred with the given
administrative fine notice or pay the
administrative  fine  within  three
consecutive working days by electronic
payment method;

Subject to the provisions of Sub Article
(4) of this Article, he shall be
responsible for restoring the planted
area or the river and riverbank to its
condition before the pollution at his
own expense and to compensate the
damage caused by the pollution to
people or their interests;

If he refuses to accept the penalty
notice, he shall be deemed to have
received it and shall be enforced in
accordance with the provisions of Sub
Article (7) of this Article;

. According to Sub Article (4) of this

Article, a person who does not pay the
administrative fine will be made to pay
double the amount of the fine imposed,;

. When it is necessary according to the

severity of the offense and the level of
awareness of the offender, the Code
Enforcement Authority may publicize
the offense committed by the violator
and the administrative fine imposed
through the media.
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9. He is responsible for organizing the
evidence that proves the commission of
the offenses stipulated in this regulation
in different ways and explaining it
when necessary;

10. The Code Enforcement Bureau shall
send any person who does not pay the
fine according to Sub Avrticle (7) of this
Article to the City Administration
Justice Bureau to enforce the
administrative fine.

18. Repeated Fault and Administrative Fine

Any person who violates this regulation
and commits the same fault again from the
date of serving the administrative fine:

1. Shall pay double the administrative fine

specified in the table of penalties in this
regulation;

2. Subject to the provisions of Sub Article
(1) of this Article:

a) Business license will be
revoked if he is doing
business; water supply will
be cut off;

b) If it is a governmental or
non-governmental
organization,  residence,
manufacturing facility,
educational facility, health
facility, garage or car
wash, water supply will be
cut off;

3. According to Sub Articles (1) and (2) of
this Article, if he does not make the
payment or does not fulfill his
obligation, he will be made to pay the
payment or fulfill his obligation based
on a case to the competent court in
cooperation with the relevant body;
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4. Any person who has been subject to
administrative action according to Sub
Article (2) of this Article shall pay the
fine and stop the action or when the
penalty remains, he shall notify the
relevant body in writing to restore the
revoked business license or the
interrupted water service.

PART SEVEN
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
19. Duty to Cooperate and Accountability

1. If any person discovers that any act
prohibited by this regulation has been
committed, he is obliged to report it to
the authority or the Code Enforcement
Bureau or the Bureau;

2. Every person has a duty to provide
information to and cooperate with a
river and riverbank Inspector or Code
Enforcement Officer;

3. Any person, who violates this
regulation, fails to  fulfill  his
responsibilities or commits fault in
violation of these provisions shall be
criminally, civilly and/or
administratively accountable, as
appropriate;

20. Inapplicable Laws

Any regulation, directive or customary
practice of the City Cabinet which are
inconsistent with this Regulation shall have
no effect.

21. Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force as of
this 13" day of December, 2024.
